The toolbook is now
available in both Vietnamese and English to individuals and organizations interested in
participating in an international testing and refinement program. M4P is looking for
partners and collaborators who are willing to contribute to the refinement of the toolbook
through a variety of means: field testing, providing constructive criticism and feedback,
and contributing tested and robust analytical tools for inclusion in the second edition of
the toolbook.

This book is the final report of the research study by M4P and the National Institute for
Science and Technology Policy and Strategy (NISTPASS) on Case Studies of Successful
Linkages with Markets. The cases all report the actual stories of entrepreneurs setting up
business in Viet Nam, and developing successful links to markets. They cover a wide
variety of graphic settings and a diverse range of agricultural and non-agricultural goods
and services.

Facilitating Market Integration of the Upland Poor into Bamboo Value Chains:
Upgrading Strategies for Local Producer Groups

The report summarizes a study on the participation of Viethamese bamboo producers in the global value chains. Its
main findings and policy implications fall into three components: (i) Assessment of market opportunities for bamboo
producers; (ii) Vertically integrating bamboo producers into the value chains of laminated bamboo products; and (iii)
Collective action. Conclusions and policy recommendations are given on (i) Factors affecting the dynamics and
markets of the bamboo industry, and (ii) Operating factors affecting clusters of small-scale processors of bamboo.
