The Ministry of Planning and Investment (MPI) and the Asian Development Bank (ADB) will co-host
workshops in Hanoi (12 and 13 June) and Ho Chi Minh City (15-16 June 2006) to promote the use of Public
Private Partnerships (PPPs) to improve the delivery of infrastructure services for the poor. Given the rapidly
growing infrastructure needs in Vietnam, and the limits of Government and donor service provision, PPPs
offer the possibility to leverage the management expertise, modern technology and financial resources of
the private sector to deliver better infrastructure outcomes. The workshops will discuss constraints and
potential solutions to PPP development in infrastructure. Eight representatives of international multi-donor
infrastructure development facilities will participate. These facilities offer products and solutions for

different aspects of infrastructure development which will be featured in a facilities “Marketplace” during the workshops. “Breakout”
groups will discuss specific projects in sector -based sessions covering transport, water, energy and telecommunications. If you are

How can research-based development interventions be more effective at influencing policy
and practice? Discussion paper No.12:

Research is only one element in a system. There is now much evidence of what works and what
does not work. The paper considers ways in which those who are involved in Making Markets Work
(MMW) programmes can be effective at influencing policy and practice, whether of government,
development agencies, private companies or NGOs. It draws lessons from two case studies in which
initiatives with their origins in research have had some influences: sustainable livelihoods and Drivers

of Change. The paper analyses three issues: (i) how we can most usefully think about the linkages between researchers and policy
makers; (ii) the need to understand the institutional incentives facing policy makers; and (iii) the risk of undervaluing communication. Click

because of their demands for large-scale, regular supply of standardized fruit and vegetable types. This presents both risks as well as
opportunities for the poor.
